Equipment and Facility Offerings:

All our still photo equipment is state of the art, as is our lighting equipment.

Our video equipment is digital broadcast quality and is also state of the art. As we shoot Television Commercials, Documentaries and in the process of developing a children’s program for TV and DVD distribution, we have and continue to maintain a state of the art production facility. Full in-house digital Avid editing suite that allows for professional and finished video productions.

My studio is also fully equipped with backgrounds, props and lighting for almost any assignment.

The Studio is also fully equipped with the latest in digital photography, photo editing and graphic arts suites. 

As of June 15, 2008,  I have the only 21.9 mega pixel digital camera in Newfoundland Labrador –Canon EOS-1DS Mark III. As back up my studio also houses the world renowned Canon EOS-1DS Mark II.  Due to the technology and back end software, the Mark III is playing at a level that others cannot match.  This camera comes with its own computer program for downloading and handling images. This is state of the art image handling allows for all information including: EXIF, Contact, IPTC, Image data, Workflow, Copy Write, File Naming, Flagging, color coding for priority selection, star rating, quick selection, image rating, sizing in bulk or single set, key word setting for easy imagery locating to be added at time of downloading

The Canon EOS-1Ds Mark III is an engineering tour de force which, true to the EOS-1 legacy, redefines the state of the art in no uncertain terms.
The EOS-1Ds Mark III incorporates Canon's newest CMOS sensor, which delivers approximately 21.1 effective megapixels (5,632 x 3,750 pixels). The recording area of the sensor is 36 x 24mm, which is equivalent to the full-frame size of the 35mm film format. The tremendous pixel count delivers high-resolution images of exacting precision, with Photoshop™ file sizes over 60MB for outstanding quality at large print sizes and post-processing cropping flexibility. Despite the higher pixel density, Canon CMOS sensor technology ensures exceptionally low noise and the widest usable ISO 

Picture Style settings are applied directly to JPEG images, giving tremendous flexibility to shooters who prefer the ease of JPEG files.  If RAW images are processed in Canon's Digital Photo Professional software (v. 3.2 or higher) or RAW Image Task software, the versatile Picture Style settings can be modified or completely changed in the computer, without affecting the original file.

Whereas most other digital cameras use 12-bit A/D (analog-to-digital) converters, the EOS-1Ds Mark III employs superior 14-bit per channel converters to process the output of the imaging sensor. In each color channel, this means there are 16,384 distinct brightness steps from the darkest to brightest tone (vs. 4,096 previously). This ensures smoother tonal transitions and more natural gradations. RAW images are recorded at the full 14 bit, and once processed will preserve the entire range of tones when opened in Photoshop's 16-bit color space.

Image numbering would be continuous at time of shoot. This makes for easier file handling and image recovery. 

Given the unpredictable nature of today’s shooting environments, whether it be a fish plant or boat shoot or well lit studio shot, the versatility that this camera offers allows for world class high resolution imagery no matter what conditions it faces. 

After 40+ years in the industry, the only comparison I can make of its quality would be images produced with my 4x5 and 5x7 view cameras using very low ISO transparency film. It is both a photographer and a clients dream come true.
